Decide on the location where your dock will be installed in the
water.

Measure the vertical distance from the ordinary high watermark
to the bottom of each dock wheel or foot plate where each will be
resting when installed. Ordinary high watermark is defined as
the point on the bank or shore where water commonly rises
and leaves a distinct mark.

Decide the free-board distance you desire. Free-board is the
vertical distance from ordinary high watermark to the top of
your dock.

Tetal Dock
Add the ordinary high water mark measurement to the free-board siphl
measurement — this is your total dock height.

Determine your total dock height at each leg location and adjust
each leg accordingly.

How to adjust your dock leg:

Turn the top screw adjustment
clockwise until the middle leg is
set to 15". This will give you over
8" of top screw adjustment up or
down during final installation.
